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The Monument gets its name from an old windmill situated on the hill 
overlooking the lake. This �shery has been open for almost four years after 
being created and designed by long-time carper Rob Hales, and it is fast 
approaching the status of being the best day ticket water in the Midlands. 
At nine acres in size, it has 15 swims, which must be booked in advance. The 
carp are coming on very well, with the lake record being a mirror known as 
The Pet, which weighs around the 49lb mark. As for backup �sh, there are 
said to be around 200 x 20s and 30 different 30s to 39lb, as well as �ve 40s!

The lake has been created to offer carp anglers of all abilities plenty of 
features to �sh to. If you take a look at the �shery website you will see a photo 
of it when it was under construction, which clearly shows the underwater 
topography of lumps, bumps, and all kinds of features all over the bottom. A 
plumbing rod is, therefore, an essential piece of kit if you want to succeed at 
this popular venue.

SBS M1 boilies work very well because they are prebaited by the �shery staff 
every week. Loads of good catches, however, are also taken on maggots. Fish 
ten maggots on the Hair alongside a piece of plastic corn to counter, and couple 
your rig with a piece of PVA stocking �lled with maggots.
